
The Municipal Fire and Police Retirement System of Iowa (MFPRSI) provides 
retirement and disability benefits to Iowa’s municipal firefighters and police officers. 

Firefighters and police officers’ pension is based on their service and salary, ensuring 
stability and peace of mind. An MFPRSI pension is not tied to market performance.

Accidental Disability: Injury or disease incurred 
in or aggravated by actual performance of duties 
or arising out of or in the course of employment 
or are disabled due to presumed illness

Ordinary Disability: Disabled due to an injury 
or illness not meeting the definition of accidental

Disability is a lifetime benefit and there are no service or age requirements.
